Modalities:

Online Admission Process should be done strictly on the basis of merit. Prospective
students should not be called for counselling or verification of documents during the
process of admission. No physical presence will be required at the Higher Education
Institutions. No charges shall be taken from students for scanning/ uploading of
documents through the Centralised Admission Portal through ‘Bangla Sahayata
Kendras’.

Eligible Applicants will be notified directly by the System through SMS and E-mail at
each step. The applicants will also be able to see individual status through the
applicants’ own dashboard. Payment of fees for admission shall be done only through
